· Midlothian Council Planning department advised a planning committee meeting on Tuesday 8th December that as they were still waiting for some responses from statutory consultees, they proposed that the determination period be extended until 10th March 2010. This was accepted

· They further proposed that a pre-determination hearing be held within the community with all parties for and against able to put their views to the full planning committee. This may be held in February assuming that all responses had been received. This was also accepted and venues are being discussed.

· Scottish Coal will have a period of time to address all the issues and concerns raised by the consultees and objectors. This will then be re-submitted and all will have a further opportunity to comment. This will be a shorter return period than the initial comments period but will be advertised widely and all 700 who have already objected will be sent a written notification. 

· Meanwhile CAAOC core group have held meetings with planning officials in East and Midlothian, are continuing to research ground stability, economics and businesses in the area and lobbying ministers, MSP's and Councillors.
